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Argos tank terminal to grow by a third 

The Rotterdam-based oil company Argos Oil intends expanding its tank terminal in Pernis next year by 200,000 m3 to 850,000 m3. If the planning permit procedures and construction of the 12 tanks proceed according to plan, the capacity can be operational in the course of 2013. Clients, especially oil traders, have taken options on a large part of the new capacity already. Argos still has sufficient space to expand the capacity further to about 1.5 million cubic metres. The group foresees a growth of the supply of refined oil products like gas oil, naphtha and petrol, mainly from the Middle East. 
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EU and Port of Rotterdam are in line The Port of Rotterdam Authority(PoRa) believes that the recently published EU White Paper on Transport is in line with the draft Port Vision 2030, the long-term vision announced by the Port of Rotterdam Authority. 
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Growth in capacity holds down tariffs The strong growth in container capacity - that is more services with increasingly larger ships - is causing tariffs to drop. Ships of 10,000 to 15,000 TEU have lower costs per transported unit, but only if the capacity utilisation rate is high. If the demand does not match the growth adequately, the opportunity becomes a problem. All shipping companies are seeing their profits swiftly evaporate and PIL/Wan Hai is even discontinuing the service with its own ships between the Far East and Northern Europe. With almost 4,300 TEU they can no longer compete against the larger ships. Instead, PIL/Wan Hai is hiring capacity on ships of Cosco, just like during the crisis. The smaller ships can possibly still be used on regional and north-south routes. If not, it seems unavoidable that they will have to be laid up in anticipation of better times.
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Port of Rotterdam and the Rotterdam Philharmonic in Brazil and Argentina [image: image5.jpg]


As from today 26 June and 2 July, the Port of Rotterdam Authority, headed by CEO Hans Smits, visits Brazil and Argentina. It teams up with the Municipality of Rotterdam, headed by Mayor Ahmed Aboutaleb, companies and the Rotterdam Philharmonic orchestra. The orchestra will perform in Rio de Janeiro (tonight), São Paulo (Tuesday and Wednesday) and Buenos Aires (Friday). The delegation of the Port of Rotterdam will visit a large number of existing and potential customers in the sectors ores and steel, biofuels, mineral oil(products), biomass and food products such as fruit, juices and agricultural bulk.
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Another Rotterdam gate in Moerdijk In addition to ECT, APM Terminals Rotterdam (APMTR) is now also offering a Moerdijk terminal as an ‘extended gate'. Containers from and to the hinterland can be presented to Delta Marine Terminal (DMT) and go to and from the terminal at the Maasvlakte via inland vessel. This way the heavy traffic on the busy A15 motorway will be avoided. The storage costs are also decreased because they are lower in Moerdijk than at the Maasvlakte. And containers can also be presented longer than eight days in advance in Moerdijk. Some 1.5 million TEU of ‘additional capacity' is already available for Rotterdam.
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LNG carrier ‘Arctic Voyager' docks at Gate terminal [image: image6.jpg]


The liquefied natural gas carrier 'Arctic Voyager' berthed Tuesday, July 5, early in the morning at Gate terminal. The 'Arctic Voyager' is the second LNG carrier that delivers its commissioning cargo for the project after the arrival of the 'British Trader' earlier in June. The 'Arctic Voyager' is a 140.000 m3 Moss type LNG carrier with a length of 289.5 m and a beam of 48.4 m.
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Unprecedented capacity growth in Europe-Far East route The commissioning of another 240 extra large container ships (ULCS) over the next three years means the container capacity between the Far East and Europe can grow by 50% to almost 20 million TEU. The figures may possibly end up even higher. 
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Maasvlakte Terminal sold to Rhenus On June 22, DFDS has sold its subsidiary DFDS Seaways Maasvlakte B.V. in the Port of Rotterdam, the Netherlands, to the Rhenus Group. It has taken over operation of the terminal, as of today. The acquisition will be supplementing the group's existing capacity at Waalhaven in one of the growth centers for global trade - the port of Rotterdam. The terminal covers 20 hectares, has a quay length of 500 metres and a depth of 16.5 metres

On July 1st 2011, after the recent certification of three front runners at the Ministry of Infrastructure and the Environment, an entire platoon of owners of inland vessels were certified by Green Award. The count now stands at 22 certificates, for ships and their crews who demonstrated during an inspection that they do their best to have minimal impact on the environment.
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Clear growth throughput in DuisburgIn the first six months of this year, throughput of goods in the port of Duisburg rose with  20% to 15.9 million tonnes. All types of goods performed well, but steel especially came off well.  The handling of containers to and from train, truck and vessels rose 10% tot 1.2 million TEU.
