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2011 IFW Awards Nomination for InlandLinks
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InlandLinks has been nominated for the 2011 IFW Awards in the ‘Innovation and new process' category. InlandLinks was developed by the Port of Rotterdam Authority and the Vereniging van Inland Terminaloperators [Association of Inland Terminal Operators]. 
The website sets out the hinterland network of Rotterdam, shows the range of intermodal services, provides insight into the facilities of the container terminals and offers the possibility of comparing the terminals with each other. Objective evaluation and certification for the quality certificate is ensured by Lloyds Register of international renown. The presentation will be made in London on 23 November next.
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Project cargo by container ship

Trend or exception? 
Transport via regular container services is an attractive option for the heavy lift and project cargo sector. Boskalis is currently shipping a whole 450-tonne component of a ship to Singapore with the CMA CGM regular container service. The video shows this ‘heavy' transhipment process. 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Road congestion on A15 significantly reduced
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The morning peak hour traffic volume on the A15 motorway in the direction of the Port has shrunk by around 15% over the past three years. "This means that in the mornings there are practically no traffic jams any more on the A15, just a little between 6:00 and 6:30 AM." That is the assertion of Laurens Schrijnen, director of De Verkeersonderneming. This organisation was established a good three years ago to ensure better accessibility to the Port of Rotterdam via the A15. At the time, the A15 occupied place 6 in the top 50 traffic jams. According to Mr Schrijnen, businesses are becoming increasingly interested in contributing actively to the reduction of traffic congestion.
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Rotterdam Shortsea terminals RST AEO certified 
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Following other Rotterdam container terminals such as APM Terminals Rotterdam, Euromax and ECT Delta Terminal, Rotterdam Shortsea Terminals has now been certified with an AEO-status. 
This indicates the high quality and efficiency of the container companies in the port of Rotterdam. The status will lead to smoother exchanges of information with Dutch Customs in operational processes preventing unnecessary delays. It will also allow for far-reaching automation of processes in the terminal, and will contribute to the implementation of new services, such as the extended gate concept or automatic de-blocking of containers.
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Container transport via the north into Central Europe is efficient

Research conducted by the independent research agency, NEA indicates that the northern seaports offer the most efficient route for container transport into a large part of the central European hinterland.  Seven ports located in the North of Europe have four times the container throughput of the principal eleven ports competing along the Southern coastline of Europe.

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Rubis expands tank capacity
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Rubis Tank Terminal is expanding its tank capacity in the Rotterdam Botlek area with four mild steel tanks of 6,300 m3 each. They can be utilised for chemicals and/or biofuels. The tanks can, upon customer demand, be connected to load/unload stations for all modes of transport: sea-going vessels, inland vessels, trains and trucks.
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First truckload of LNG delivered in Rotterdam
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On Wednesday, 2 November last LNG Europe delivered LNG for the first time, to Tank Service Pernis on the Vondelingenplaat. This company cleans tanker trucks, tank containers, bulk trucks and bulk containers. The work uses almost 1000 tons of gas oil every year. The location of the company used to make it impossible to use natural gas. That is, until a short time ago. After a thorough evaluation, Tank Services Pernis decided to replace gas oil by LNG, liquefied natural gas. For that purpose Tank Service Pernis invested in an LNG storage tank, vaporisers and conversion of its oil-fired boilers to a gas-fired installation. All this work was crowned on Wednesday with the delivery of 13 tons of LNG by LNG Europe. This was the first delivery of LNG by truckload in Rotterdam and the first delivery of LNG for an industrial installation in the Netherlands.
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Summa Group and VTTI to build a major oil terminal 
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On October 20, 2011 the President of Russia Dmitry Medvedev and the Prime Minister of the Netherlands Mark Rutte attended the signing ceremony for a major long-term agreement between the Port of Rotterdam and Shtandart TT B.V. Shareholders of Shtandart TT B.V. are Summa Group (75%) and the Dutch company VTTI (25%).
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Rotterdam in top Russian container trade
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In 2010, the port of Rotterdam handled 445,530 TEU in the direct trade with Russia, 57% more than in 2009. It surpassed the port of Hamburg, traditional market leader, which handled 440,000 TEU in 2010.
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ZHD Stevedoring grows in biomass
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Transhipment company ZHD Stevedoring expects to handle around 350,000 tons of wood pellets this year. That represents about half of the total transhipment of biomass in the port of Rotterdam. ZHD hopes to grow further in biomass in 2012. Realisation of that hope depends mainly on ‘hard' market factors such as demand and supply of the product and the competitive relationships in the port of Rotterdam, and likewise at the ports of the Scheldt and Amsterdam.
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Booming Baltic container trade

The container trade between Rotterdam and the countries around the Baltic Sea, boomed in 2010. The volume rose with almost 50% to, for the first time in the Rotterdam ‘container history', more than one million TEU (between 912,000 and 1,146,000 TEU (*)). Market leader Hamburg reported a 10% increase in their Baltic container trade over the same period. Their volumes are not (yet) published, but it is likely that they are a few percent above Rotterdam's. The Baltic volume of Bremen/Bremerhaven amounts to 970,000 TEU in 2010.
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Common agenda for 25 billion euro corridor 

Yesterday, November 9, the Swiss Ministry of Transport and the Swiss Embassy in the Netherlands organised an international congress in Rotterdam on the development of the Rotterdam-Genoa transport corridor. The annual volume of approximately 700 million tonnes of goods by rail only, 50% of total north-south volume, makes it the main European cargo transport corridor. In the coming years, some 25 billion Euro will be invested in it. A considerable part of it is funded by Switzerland.
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Traces of Stone Age habitation in port of Rotterdam

Archaeologists find habitation sites in bed of Yangtzehaven 

The site of what is now Rotterdam's Yangtzehaven was inhabited by humans in the Middle Stone Age. At a depth of 20 metres, in the sea bed, unique underwater archaeological investigation found traces of bone, flint and charcoal from around 7000 BC. These finds are the very first scientific proof that humans lived at this spot in the Early and Middle Stone Age. Up to now, very little was known about this period in particular, the Early and Middle Mesolithic, so far to the west of the Netherlands.
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Reducing excessive noise levels on the Lloydkade

The Lloydkade is a public berth for ocean-going ships. Residents of the Lloydkade are regularly inconvenienced by the moored ships; the complaints are about noise pollution from work performed on board the ships. 
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Christening of LNG-fuelled motor tanker Argonon in the Port of Rotterdam
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On Friday 25 November 2011 the motor tanker Argonon will be christened at the Holland-Amerikakade in the Port of Rotterdam. At Shipyard Trico the finishing touches are currently being put to the technical installation of this latest inland tanker of Deen Shipping.

Good third quarter for the Port of Rotterdam

Cargo throughput in the Port of Rotterdam increased during the first nine months of 2011 by 1.7% to 327 million tons. Throughput increased for agribulk (+17%), coal (+3%), other dry bulk (+10%), containers (+11%), roll-on/roll-off (+2%) and other general cargo (+24%). Other liquid bulk remained the same. Lower amounts of iron ore and scrap (-7%), crude oil (-5%) and mineral oil products (-6%) were loaded and unloaded. Dry bulk handling decreased by 1% to a good 65 million tons and liquid bulk handling dropped by just on 4% to 149 million tons. General cargo throughput rose by more than 10% to 112 million tons.
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Container giant penetrates the South of the Netherlands

Carrier Danser and the hinterland terminals of Oss and ECT Venlo are deploying an inland shipping combination of 270 TEU to Rotterdam from next week (45). At 186 metres in length it is the largest combination that has ever been used for transport in the Netherlands. The barge will unload and load in Oss and the motor ship will do so in Venlo. This makes it possible to offer economically more efficient and more sustainable transport.
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First container service at Cobelfret terminal 

Cobelfret is expanding the schedule of its Radicatel (Rouen)-Dublin container service with calls at the port of Rotterdam, Zeebrugge and Cork.
