Wilmar and Huntsman in natural alcohol plant in Rotterdam Huntsman and  Wilmar concluded a Memorandum of Understanding for Wilmar to build a natural alcohol plant at Huntsman s chemical site in Rotterdam Rozenburg. The plant will be owned and operated by Wilmar and to supply natural alcohols to Huntsman as a feedstock. Market sources state that it is for the first time since 1968 that such a plant will be built in Europe. The choice for the Netherlands/Rotterdam is said to be made because of the, thanks to the market liberalization, attractive price and availability of gas and the cluster advantages at and with Huntsman. Fewer checks on containers from JapanWith effect from 1 June 2011 the new Food and Consumer Product Safety Authority (nVWA) will reduce the number of intensive checks on containers from Japan, because fewer and fewer contaminated containers are now being found. From now on the ships will no longer be checked at sea for radioactivity. During the month of June, however, the ships' containers will still be checked on a random basis as they are unloaded.
